FLEECE SHOW INSTRUCTIONS

FLEECES JUDGED ON FRIDAY, Nov. 14

1.  The 2008 AOBA Show Division rules apply.

2.  The exhibitor rule applies: The owner may enter only 3 fleeces per breed type, per age division, per color designation.

3.  Each fleece shall consist of the prime fiber only and be displayed in a clear plastic unmarked bag provided by the exhibitor.

4.  Minimum fleece length is 3" for huacaya and suri.  Maximum fleece length for huacaya is 8" for first birthday & older.

     Maximum fleece length for suri is 9" for 2nd birthday and older

5.  Fleeces must be shorn within 380 days of first day of scheduled judging.

6.  Fleeces must not be washed or enhanced in any way.

7.  A completed Fleece Entry Tag must be placed inside the plastic bag with the fleece.

8.  A copy of the ARI Registration Certificate and Buyer’s Permission to Show Form(if applicable) must be sent in with the entry form

huacaya; Best Luster for suri, Best Lock Formation for suri; Best Crimp for huacaya; Best Brightness for huacaya.

In Person: Fleeces must be checked in at the Monroe Civic Center Arena by Thursday, Nov. 13 at 6 PM. Judging on Friday Nov. 14.

9.  If you want your fleece returned by mail, UPS or FedEx, please send a pre-paid shipping label with an additional half pound to cover the costs  

    of a ribbon with your entry fee.

10. If another person will pick up your fleece, please sign the appropriate box on the Fleece Entry Tag.

11. Please notify the fleece show superintendent by e-mail(kally@natchezelectric.com) of the tracking number of your shipment so that your         

      fleece(s) can be located in the event of problems with your shipment.
